Notes for Preparing a Duty Roster

1.
Make sure the assigned Scout will be there at the assigned time. (A Scout who will not arrive until mid-morning Saturday will not be there to cook Saturday breakfast; and a Scout who is leaving mid-afternoon Saturday will not be there to cook or clean for Saturday dinner.  Assign those Scouts duties when they will be in camp.)

2.
Each Scout should be assigned to clean and cook once. However, if more jobs are needed, then more jobs can be assigned. A scout may cook or clean more than once, but a Scout should be assigned an extra job only if everyone, including the grubber, has cleaned and cooked once.


3.
Cleaning after a meal means cleaning all patrol equipment used in preparation and serving, and cleaning all mess kits that were used. 

4.
Patrol box cleaning – This job can be assigned to anyone, but would be better assigned to a Scout with more than one year in the Troop so they may ask younger Scouts in the Patrol to help, and use it as a teaching experience.

5.
If a Scout fails to perform an assigned task (which no Scout would do, because Scouts are Helpful), the Patrol Leader will assign an additional job (which could be cleaning the stove, pots and pans until they pass a squeaky clean test by the Patrol Leader. (The Scout also needs to perform the assigned task he was supposed to perform.)
